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Uttar Pradesh Pharmaceutical and Medical Device Industry
Policy, 2023

1. Introduction

The policy aims to revamp the state's pharmaceutical and medical
device industry by encouraging local production, promoting research &
development, and improving the availability of affordable medicines to the
citizens. The policy focuses on creating a conducive environment for the
growth of the pharmaceutical industry in the state aiming to attract
investments in the sector by providing a range of incentives such as
subsidies and land allocation for setting up manufacturing units. The policy
also intends to create a robust ecosystem for research and development by
setting up state-of-the-art facilities and collaborating with academic
institutions and research institutes.

The pharmaceutical and medical device sector in Uttar Pradesh has
been gaining momentum in recent years and has been identified as a focus
sector in the state's industrial policy.The Global Investor Summit, held in
February 2023, further highlighted the potential of the sector and attracted
significant investment. In response to the state government's efforts,
217 companies have proposed to invest nearly INR 28,500 crores in the
pharmaceutical and medical devices sector. These investments are expected
to create nearly 57000 job opportunities, boost the local economy, and
contribute to the growth of the sector.

Pharmaceutical and medical device sector requires special technology,
quality control system and hence special ecosystem is required to set up
pharmaceutical and medical device industry.

India Scenario :

The Indian pharmaceutical industry is robust and thriving and is currently
valued at USD 41.7 billion. India’s domestic pharmaceutical market stood at
USD 42 billion in 2021 and is likely to reach USD 65 billion by 2024 and
further expand to USD 120 billion by 2030. The Indian pharmaceutical
market ranks 3rd in terms of pharmaceutical production by volume and 14th
by value, The industry includes a network of 3,000 pharmaceutical
companies and 10,500 manufacturing units. India has the second highest
number of USFDA approved facilities. In terms of overall revenue, the
market increased by 13.9% in January 2022.India exports 20% of global
generics, making it the largest provider of generic medicines globally. The
country is the 12th largest exporter of medical goods in the world. Indian
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drug & pharmaceutical exports stood at USD 24.60 billion in FY22 and USD
24.44 billion in FY21.India is one of the top 20 global medical device
markets and the 4th largest medical device market in- Asia.

Major segments of the Indian pharmaceutical industry are generic
drugs, OTC medicines, API/bulk drugs, vaccines, contract research &
manufacturing, biosimilars & biologics. Pharmaceutical exports from India
reach more than 200 nations around the world, including highly regulated
markets of the USA, West Europe, Japan and Australia.

India offers up to 100% FDI through an automatic route for Greenfield
pharmaceutical projects. For Brownfield pharmaceuticals projects, FDI
allowed is up to 74% through automatic route and beyond that through
government approval. Cumulative FDI equity inflow in the Drugs and
Pharmaceuticals industry is USD 19,405.35 Million during the period April
2000 to March 2022.

The sector is also supported by Production Linked Incentive (PLI)
Scheme to boost domestic manufacturing capacity of pharmaceutical and
medical device. The financial outlay of the scheme is INR 25,360 crore.
Products covered under the scheme are-

Category 1: Biopharmaceuticals, Complex generic drugs, Patented drugs or
drugs nearing patent expiry, Cell-based or gene therapy products, Orphan
drugs, Special empty capsules, Complex excipients, Phyto-pharmaceuticals.
Category 2: Active Pharma Ingredients (APIs), Key Starting Materials
(KSMs), Drug Intermediaries (DIs)

Category 3: Repurposed Drugs, Auto-immune drugs, Anti-cancer drugs,
Anti-diabetic drugs, Anti Infective drugs, Cardiovascular drugs,
Psychotropic drugs, Anti-Retroviral drugs, Fermentation based 4 KSMs/DlIs.

Advantage Uttar Pradesh:

Uttar Pradesh, with a viable ecosystem and a population of over 240 million,
is India's third largest economy and largest consumer market. With the
highest population among all Indian states, Uttar Pradesh offers to be the
biggest market for pharmaceuticals. With increase in the middle class
population most of the people can afford quality healthcare, thereby creating
higher demand for pharmaceutical sector. The State has a 3-tier public
healthcare infrastructure, comprising community health centres (CHCs),
primary health centres (PHCs) & sub-centres. UP is amongst the top five
manufacturing states of India and has the second highest number of Micro,-
Small and Medium Enterprises in India.
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Uttar Pradesh has strong distribution networks for healthcare products

and medicines with 71880 wholesale drug sale licence and 108927 retail
drug sale licence. There are 619 manufacturing units which included
allopathic, homoeopathic, medical devices and cosmetics units; and 485
blood banks in the state to serve need of whole human blood and blood
components. There is huge scope for setting up new units in the state.

Availability of Manpower and Strong R&D base

The State has perennial supply of manpower and prestigious research institutes
and Department of Pharmaceutics in various educational institutes. The Dr.
A.P.J. Abdul Kalam Technical University, Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh has 401
colleges providing B.Pharm degree and 66 colleges providing M.Pharm degree.

4. About Policy

4.1.0bjectives

Pharmaceutical and Medical Device Industry needs continuous research and
innovation to improve public health services.
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To promote establishment of modem Pharmaceutical and Medical Device
Parks for manufacturing, of Formulations, Active Pharmaceutical Ingredients
(API), Key Starting Material (KSM), Drug Intermediates (DI), Medical
Devices including In Vitro Diagnostics (IVD) and Cosmetics.

To encourage modern pharmaceutical and miedical device research, build
world class infrastructure and attract world’s best talent to contribute to the
State’s development.

To promote creation of intellectual property (IP) in the pharmaceutical sector
by facilitating R&D institutions and contributing more funds to R&D in the
pharmaceutical sector.

To promote AYUSH healthcare through promotion of R&D and
manufacturing of AYUSH healthcare products.

4.2.Period of the policy

e This policy will be effective after the daté of expiry of Uttar Pradesh
Pharmaceutical Industry Policy, 2018, i.e., 08-06-2023 and will remain in
force for the period of 5 years.

e If at any stage a situation arises which necessitates any amendment or
supersession of the policy, only the cabinet will be authorised to approve
such amendments/supersession.

e In case of any amendment in this policy, if any package of incentives is
already committed by the state government to any unit, will not be
withdrawn and the unit will continue to remain entitled to the benefits.

M.S.M.E. Units- Projects with capital investment as approved under Govt of
India’s MSMED Act 2006 as amended from time to time.
Large Units- Projects with capital investment over that of MSME units but

less than INR 100 crores.

. Mega Units— Projects with capital investment of more than INR 100 crores.

Horizontal Pharma and Medical Device Park — Private parks developed
over minimum 10 acres, with at least 05 units, and 60% of which is allotted
to entrepreneurs.

. Vertical Pharma and Medical Device Park— Private parks developed like a

tower or group of towers on minimum area 03 acres of land, with at least
03 units, and 60% of which is allotted to entrepreneurs.

Research and Development- includes work done in order to develop new
drug, new formulation, novel technology of production, novel drug delivery
system, development of formulation, development of new medical device.




7. Active Pharmaceutical Ingredient (API): Any substance or mixture of
substances intended to be used in the manufacture of a drug (medicinal)
product and that, when used in the production of a drug, becomes an active
ingredient of the drug product. Such substances are intended to furnish
pharmacological activity or other direct effect in the diagnosis, cure,
mitigation, treatment or prevention of disease or to affect the structure or
function of the body.

8. Drug Intermediate (DI): A material produced during intermediate steps in
the synthesis of an API that must undergo further molecular change or
processing before it becomes an APL

9. Key Starting Material (KSM): A raw material, intermediate or an API that
is used in the production of an API and that is incorporated as a significant
structural fragment into the structure of the API. KSM can be an article of
commerce, a material purchased from one or more suppliers under contract
or commercial agreement or produced in-house. KSMs are normally of
defined chemical properties and structure.

KSM, DI and API identified by Government of India and Drug

Controller General (India) from time to time shall be eligible for this
policy.

5. Policy Framework
5.1. Developing Infrastructure

5.1.1. Focus on Pharma and Medical Device Park— The policy will
facilitate quality infrastructure and support base for establishment
and growth of pharma industry in UP. The policy intends to
identify land parcels and develop Parks, for manufacturing
allopathic, AYUSH products, Medical devices, and Key Starting
Materials/Drug Intermediates used in Bulk drug manufacturing.
These parks will be equipped with ready-to-use infrastructural
facilities such as common testing laboratories, diagnostic centres,
power station, cold storages, common facility centres, effluent
treatment plants and other basic amenities built on ‘walk to work’
concept. The State will encourage the developers to build quality
testing facilities meeting requirement of API/Formulation Lab and
standards as specified under Drugs and Cosmetics Act and Rules
made there under from time to time or any other relevant law. The
policy promotes setting up of labs duly certified/approved by
Competent Authority in the state.

5.1.2. Focus on Mega Projects and SMEs— Through this policy, the
state puts high impetus on creating manufacturing giants to
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compete global standards in international market. These mega
projects create wide opportunities for ancillaries, downstream and
SME units. Therefore, the policy provides to attract Mega projects
through special incentives and concessions, while also, the policy
support the SMEs to grab the opportunities in the booming sector.
Special packages of incentives and concessions have been
designed for SMEs units in the sector under this policy.

5.1.3. Supporting Infrastructure —

A. APYV/Formulation Lab —

Quality assurance of API & Formulation is back bone of
Pharmaceutical Industry. Such a lab would resolve the
challenges such as excessive logistics and infrastructure
investment. Government will facilitate to setup Common Testing
Laboratory with consultation of premier government research
institutes and drug testing laboratories. This facility will enhance
the presence of research and development activity in the value
chain.

B. Cold Storage facilities- Government will encourage industries
in creating a temperature controlled warehouse for temperature
sensitive pharmaceuticals. Development of common cold storage
facilities will be incentivised under this policy.

5.2. Promoting AYUSH and Phytomedicine

In order to promote indigenous medicine, Units manufacturing AYUSH

healthcare products will be given preference in land allotment. In order to

safeguard the traditional knowledge special marketing incentives and for
patent filing and certification will be provided to units manufacturing

Ayush healthcare products. Similarly, the State will promote

Phytopharmaceutical Drugs to encourage alternative medicine and will

provide incentives to research and production units to develop market for

these products.

Research and Development —

5.3.1. Continuous research, development and technology upgradation are
need of the pharmaceutical and medical device sector to meet
requirement of healthcare system. The strength of pharmaceutical
and medical device sector largely depends on advancement of
R&D in the sector over the time. Innovation is must for sustained
development of the pharma and medical device sector to meet
emerging global trends. Uttar Pradesh is home to world’s reputed
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research centres in the sector, and existing education & research
base, which provides immense knowledge and have potential for
innovations in bio-tech and Pharma and Medical Device Sector.

5.3.2.-The State aims at providing financial support to the research
proposals for R&D and innovation in bio-tech and Pharma and
Medical Device Sector including medical device and Key Starting
Material/Drug Intermediates of API, through the existing
education/research institutes and pharma companies in Uttar
Pradesh to drive cost efficiencies.

5.3.3. State will sponsor research projects in collaboration with Industry,
CSIR research institutes and premier pharmaceutical research
institutes of Uttar Pradesh. State will create fund for research
projects and CSIR research laboratories will be knowledge partners
of the state for research projects. The policy aims at building a
strong industry interface in this context. Research projects, clinical
trial projects taken up in collaboration with Industry and
Institutions will be patronized. Also, the policy will assist in
acquiring Patent, and protecting Intellectual Property Rights.

5.4. Promoting Innovations and Start up:

5.4.1. State will encourage innovations through new ventures in Pharmaceutical
and medical device sector. In order to promote Start-ups in
pharmaceutical and medical device sector, the state will use Uttar Pradesh
Start-up Fund set up under Uttar Pradesh Start-up Policy, 2020, as
amended from time to time, to scale up manufacturing of Bulk Drug/API,
Key Starting Material, Drug Intermediates, Medical Devices including
IVD and Cosmetics. Start-up units will be selected with the help of CSIR
research institutes and experience professionals. Incubators at educational
institutions, medical colleges and universities would be set up. The policy
provides provisions to help Start-ups in Pharma and Medical Device
Sector to scale up their business models.

5.5. Ecosystem Support

5.5.1. Conducive Business Environment— Government of Uttar Pradesh
will make sincere efforts to meet requirements of entrepreneurs in
the sector. The policy not only incentivises setting up business in
Pharma and medical device secior but also ensures a conducive
business environment to atiract investors.

5.5.2. Simplified Procedures— The sector is knowledge based and in order
to attract and smoothen processes in development of the industry in

state, the policy ensures single window clearances to Pharmaceutical
Industry. The policy also looks forward to ensuring high quality
standards and modern testing facilities.

Eco friendly approach— Since pharma industry produces waste and
effluent, this policy aims at promoting the pharma and medical
device sector in Uttar Pradesh with an eco-friendly approach.
Special incentives will be given for effluent treatment and
environment protection.

6. Private Pharmaceutical and Medical Device Parks

Government of Uttar Pradesh will facilitate setting up Pharmaceutical
and Medical Device Parks in the state, especially in areas with strong
ecosystem support for the sector. These parks will provide ‘plug-and-play’
industrial infrastructure allowing companies to focus on their core business,
and therefore will comprise—

e Manufacturing area,

e Testing area,

e (old storages and warehousing,

e Common facility centres, hostel areas

e Other facilities such as standalone power station, sewage treatment plant,

etc.

The developers of defined Horizontal and Vertical Pharma and Medical
Device park shall be eligible for incentives under this policy —

Interest subsidy in the form of reimbursement of interest of 50% of
annual interest on the loan taken to buy land for 07 years subject to a
maximum subsidy of INR 1.00 crore per annum per Pharma and
Medical Device Park.

Interest subsidy in the form of reimbursement of interest of 60% of
annual interest for 07 years on the loan taken for building
infrastructure such as roads, power feeder, drainage in the pharma
and medical device park up to INR 10.00 crores per year, subject to
maximum subsidy of INR 50.00 crores per Pharma and Medical
Device Park.

Interest subsidy in the form of reimbursement of interest of 60% of
annual interest for 07 years on the loan taken for building common
facilities— warehouse & cold chain facilities, Hostel/Dormitory,
Housing for workers in the Pharma and Medical Device Parks up to

INR 5.00 crores per year, subject to maximum subsidy of INR 30.00
crores per Pharma and Medical Device Park.

6.4. 100% exemption on stamp duty on the purchase of land by the

developer and 50% exemption on stamp duty to individual buyers of
first instance will be provided on purchase of plot in the Pharma and
Medical Device Parks.
The stamp duty exemption will be provided on submission of bank
guarantee of equivalent amount which will be released on
completion of development of the park by the developer.

6.5. Capital subsidy to develop common infrastructure and utilities in
Private Pharmaceutical Parks will be 15% of the investment value.
This subsidy will be provided for development of common
infrastructure and utilities, like- cold storage, warehouse, common
testing facilities subject to a maximum limit of INR 25.00 crores.
Capital subsidy will not be provided on the investment of roads,
parks, drainage systém.

The eligible subsidy will be provided in instalments over a period of
05 years and first instalment will be provided after commencement of
actual production.

6.6. State will facilitate land acquisition to develop Private

Pharmaceutical and Medical Device Parks.
7. Incentives to units
In order to encourage industrial investment in the pharmaceutical sector, the
State Government will provide concessions, subsidies and financial
assistance.For this purpose, following incentives will be extended to eligible
new pharmaceutical units under this policy —

7.1.Capital interest subsidy- Interest subsidy at rate of 5% per annum for
05 years in the form of reimbursement on loan taken for procurement of
plant & machinery, subject to maximum subsidy of INR 1.00 Crore per
annum per unit.
Additional interest subsidy at rate of 2% per annum for 07 years will be
reimbursed to the units established in Bundelkhand and Purvanchal
Districts.

7.2.Infrastructure Interest Subsidy— Units setup in Pharma and Medical
Device Sector in the state, will for a maximum period of 05 years be
reimbursed the amount of interest at the rate of 5% payable on loan taken
by them for developing infrastructural amenities for self-use like sewage
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and water drainage, erection of power line, transformer and power feeder,
subject to maximum subsidy of INR 1.00 crore.

7.3.Industry Research Subsidy— Interest subsidy of 50% of interest amount
per annum for 05 years in the form of reimbursement on loan taken for
industrial research, quality improvement and development of products by
incurring expenditure on procurement of plant, machinery & equipment
for setting up testing labs and quality certification labs, subject to an
overall ceiling of Rs 2.00 Crores.

7.4.Electricity duty exemption— 100% exemption for 10 years to all new
units.

7.5.Stamp Duty Incentive— 100% Stamp duty exemption to all new units
across the state on purchase of land and lease of land/shed/building to
establish units under this policy.

The stamp duty exemption will be provided on submission of bank
guarantee of equivalent amount which will be released on commercial
production by individual unit.

7.6.Capital Subsidy on the investment of plant and machinery will be
provided under this policy. The amount of subsidy will be 15% of the
investment value, subject to maximum subsidy of INR 200 Crores.

The eligible subsidy will be provided in the instalments over the period of
05 years, and first instalment will be provided after commencement of
actual production.

7.7.Units established in Private Pharmaceutical Parks will get same benefits
of incentives as other individual units.

7.8.Special package for Bulk Drug Parks and Medical Device Parks-

7.8.1. The interest subsidy will be provided for the period of 10 years to
the units established in Bulk Drug Parks/Medical Device Parks.

7.8.2. Air Cargo Handling Charges and Freight Incentives: Special
incentives for air cargo handling charges and freight charges will be
provided at the rate decided by State Government from time to time to
transport raw material and finished goods in and out of the country.

7.9. Incentive for expansion of existing Units:

Existing units shall be eligible for all incentives under this policy
as applicable to new unit where an existing enterprise increases its gross
block by at least 25% and increase the production capacity by 25%
through new capital investment.

Gross block refers to current fixed capital investment of the unit.
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8. Environment Protection Subsidy

8.1.

Setting up Common Purpose ETPs- For adopting zero effluent /waste
water discharge facilities at Pharma and Medical Device Parks (Common
Effluent Treatment Plant, Incinerator etc.), developer will be eligible for
additional environment protection infrastructure subsidy 40% of project
cost to set up Common Effluent Treatment Plant, Waste Management
System up INR 10.00 Crore. Total support by Government of India and
Uttar Pradesh Government shall not exceed 75% of the total fixed capital
investment incurred in this purpose.

8.2. Zero Waste Incentive- New individual pharma units eligible under this

policy, adopting water recycling/harvesting and zero discharge
technology shall be eligible for environment protection infrastructure
interest subsidy on loan taken to set up such infrastructure to the extent
of 50% of annual interest for 05 years; ceiling INR 10.00 lacs.

8.3. Common Boiler Project- adopted by at least ten MSME will be eligible

for the subsidy of 35% (in case of solid fuel) and 50% (in case of clean
fuel) of the fixed installation cost, up to INR 2.00 Crores.

Reimbursement under Environment Protection Subsidy shall be made on
producing a certificate from State Pollution Control Board (S.P.C.B.), Uttar
Pradesh to this effect.

9. Research and Development Support
9.1. Support Research and Development Institutes— New R&D institutes

9.2.

set up for research & development in biotech, medical devices including
IVD and Pharma and Medical Device Sector, will be provided
assistance up t0 30% of the project cost of machinery and equipment
maximum up to INR 5.00 crore.

Clinical Trials- 75% reimbursement of the total expenditure incurred
subject to maximum INR 2.00 crores per clinical trial to R&D institutes,
situated within Uttar Pradesh, in a financial year over the policy period.

9.3. 100% exemption of Stamp duty on purchase/lease/ transfer of land

and building to establishresearch and development unit for first
transaction.

The stamp duty exemption will be provided on submission of bank
guarantee of equivalent amount which will be released on
commencement of research and development work.

Assistance for contract/sponsored research work for biotech,
pharmaceutical and medical device including IVD research projects
from any industrial unit/industry association to recognized R&D
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institution in Uttar Pradesh approved by Government/AICTE will be
considered subsidy of 50% of the eligible project cost, excluding cost of
land and building, subject to a maximum of INR 2.00 Crores per project
in a financial year to institutes sitnated within Uttar Pradesh over the
policy period.

9.5. Contract Research Organisation shall be eligible to avail incentives
applicable to individual units under this policy.

9.6. Skill Development:

9.6.1. Stipend equivalent to the amount eligible under National Apprenticeship
Promotion Scheme (NAPS) and Chief Minister Apprenticeship
Promotion Scheme (CMAPS) will be given to the units in order to
provide skill upgradation of their workers to learn new technology/skill
for six months, up to maximum 10 trainees per annum.

9.6.2. Units can also avail incentive to impart training to Pharmacy graduates
and diploma holders as apprentice under National Apprenticeship
Promotion Scheme (NAPS) and Chief Minister Apprenticeship
Promotion Scheme (CMAPS) by registering on NAPS/CMAPS portal.

10. Patent Filing and Quality Certification:

10.1. Patent Filing fees will be reimbursed up to 100% of actunal filing
costs on awarded patents subject to a maximum of INR 1.50 lacs for
domestic patents, and up to 50% of actual filing costs on awarded patents,
subject to maximum of INR 25.00 Lacs for international patents. Units
manufacturing AYUSH and Phytomedicine will be eligible for full
reimbursement of actual patent filing costs on awarded patents over the
policy period. .

10.2.Quality certification— Reimbursement of 75% of cost incurred for ISO
certification subject to maximum INR 75,000 per unit in a financial year,
and 50% of cost incurred for BIS certification, subject to maximum INR
20,000 per unit in a financial year. Units manufacturing AYUSH products
will be eligible for full reimbursement towards cost incurred for quality
certification over the period of this policy.

10.3. Certification/Approval for Export - Reimbursement of 50% of application
fee incurred for certification/approval of USFDA, WHO Pre-
Qualification, EDQM, MHRA or any other International Certificate/
approval for export of API/Formulation subject to maximum subsidy of
INR 25 lacs per product up to 10 products per unit. This incentive will be
given after verification of commercial export of at least INR 100 Crores.
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11. Innovations & Start Up
Pharmaceutical Incubators-
Government will set up Incubators in Government Pharmacy Colleges,
Institutes/Universities and Govermment Research Institutes. The State
Government will also set up Incubators in partnership with private sector.

11.1.  Capital Grants for setting an incubator in form of reimbursement
up to 75% in case of Govt hosts, and up to 50% in case of other hosts,
subject to maximum INR 1.00 crore.

11.2.  Rebate on lease/Rental Space— Reimbursement.up to 25% of
lease/rental charges on the space used by incubator for operations up to
maximum INR 10.00 lacs per year, for a period of 05 years.

11.3. 100% exemption of Stamp duty on sale/lease/ transfer of land and
office space for first transaction.

The stamp duty exemption will be provided on submission of bank
guarantee of equivalent amount which will be released on commencement
of actual work by incubator.

11.4. 100% reimbursement of electricity duty for a period of 05 years.
11.5.  Mentorship Assistance of INR 2.00 lacs per mentor shall be
provided, covering expenses incurred on coaching, guiding, travelling,
lodging etc., one time over the Policy Period.

11.6.  State will encourage and facilitate to start new courses of
pharmaceutical and medical device technologies in the Universities and
Institutes of Uttar Pradesh as per need of the industry.

12. Marketing Support:

12.1. MSME units— MSMEs in Pharma and Medical Device Sector will
be eligible for reimbursement of 50% of cost of participation in
international exhibitions/fairs, excluding travel and accommodation
cost with a maximum amount of INR 5 lacs per unit. The incentive
will be provided to a unit only once in a year over the policy period.

12.2. Market for AYUSH and Phytomedicine- Units manufacturing
AYUSH or Phytomedicine shall be reimbursed 75% of cost of
participation in international exhibitions/fairs excluding travel and
accommodation subject to maximum INR 5.00 lacs per event in a
year, and will be reimbursed 50% of cost of participation in
domestic exhibitions/fairs excluding travel and accommodation
subject to maximum INR 2.00 lacs per event in a year. The incentive
will be provided to a unit only once over the policy period.




NOTE-

A. All incentives in the form of reimbursement, subsidies, exemptions etc.,
will be subject to a maximum of 100% of fixed capital investment made
by MSME, Large units in Pharma and Medical Device Sector.

B. All incentives for eligible mega projects in the form of reimbursement,
subsidies, exemptions etc., will be subject to a maximum of 200% of
fixed capital investment made by Mega units in Pharma and Medical
Device Sector.

13. Ease of Doing Business

Taking forward the vision and mission of the Uttar Pradesh Industrial
Investment and Employment Promotion Policy, 2022, this policy also
ensures ease of business and ensures conducive business environment in the
state.

Single Window— All required approvals to units shall be provided
under one roof through single window system of the state, directly
monitored by the Chief Minister’s office.

Time bound clearances— Providing speedy and time bound clearances
is one of the prime intentions of this policy. Towards this goal, timely
delivery of services, clearances, approvals, permits, etc. will be made
assured through the Act.

Nodal Officer- Food Safety and Drug Administration (FSDA) will
depute nodal officer who will assist investors in the clearance of
Pollution NOC, Fire NOC and other NOC/Certificates required to
establish pharmaceutical units.

Pre-Consultation of project plan by FSDA Team- The investor will
submit dossier of project and building plan which will be examined by
FSDA team to assess the feasibility of project. Letter of Comfort will
be issued to the investor after successful scrutiny of dossier.

Any Bulk ang Park/Medical Device Parks sanctioned under Central
Government Scheme shall be developed by the Industries Development
Department.

Incentives for units in such parks, which are other than those provided
in the present policy, shall be determined by the Industries
Development Department after due approval of the cabinet.

Policy Implementation-

Department of Food Safety and Drug Administration will be nodal
department for implementation and monitoring of this policy.

Uttar Pradesh Pharmaceutical Development Cell will be set up as
advisory body for technical guidance and support. The Cell will be
chaired by Additional Chief Secretary/Principal Secretary, Department of
Food Safety and Drug Administration, and consist of representatives from
concerned departments and experts from different areas of
Pharmaceutical and Biotechnology. Representatives of Industry
Associations will be invitee members. The matter referred by the
regulatory committees and others will be taken up by the Cell from time
to time. UP Pharmaceutical Development Cell will operate with the
following mandate:

To promote, support and facilitate the overall development of
Pharmaceutical and Biotechnology in the State.

To-facilitate the infrastructure development, research, innovation and

human résource development.

To facilitate regional, national and international networking for
promotion of Pharmaceutical and biotechnology.

To facilitate the development of data bank and resource centres.

Policy Implementation Unit (PIU) will be set up under the
Commissioner of Infrastructure and Industrial Development. Under this,
applications from micro, small and medium enterprises and large
categories will be approved. The PIU will be responsible for making

recommendations and approvals for incentives applicable to the units

defined under this policy in coordination with the Uttar Pradesh
Pharmaceutical Development Cell and provide timely redressal of
grievances. The Policy Implementation Unit will consist of Principal
Secretaries/Secretaries (as the case may be) of Department of
Infrastructure and Industrial Development, Department of Science and
Technology, Department of Food Safety and Drug Administration and
Department of AYUSH.
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14.3.Empowered Committee under the chairmanship of Chief Secretary shall
oversee the development of UP Pharmaceutical and Medical Device
Industry Policy, 2023 and monitor the implementation of the same. Under
this, applications of mega category will be approved. The Additional
Chief  Secretaries/Principal ~ Secretaries/Secretaries of  different
departments will be its member. Additional Chief Secretary/Principal
Secretary/Secretary (as the case may be) of Food Safety and Drug
Administration Department will be the Coordinating Secretary of the
Committee. Representatives of the Industry Associations will be invitee
members.

14.4.Food Safety and Drug Administration may affiliate one or more than one
specialised agencies likePICUP, UPSIDA or external agency for
disposal/verification process of application/proposals received for the
